From the Interim
Incumbent

Father Tony writes...
Hallelujah!

The spiritual meaning of Easter is layered and complex.

At the simplest level it is about life after death. The Son of God rose from the grave and demonstrated that
beyond this life something unspeakably wonderful awaits us.

More complex, and of equal importance, is the message of God’s triumph over human evil: God, in Christ,
took the barbarity of the crucifixion and turned it on its head. Somehow, in the judicial murder of God-made-human,
a deep and implacable forgiveness was unleashed, triumphing over the sins of the entire world. Christ's
Resurrection is the visible demonstration of that triumph.

Because of Easter, we know that we ourselves can be alive and well beyond the grave. Because of
Easter, we know that God forgives our most appalling sins.
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But Easter — by coming as it does in the spring of the year — also very readily speaks of a more earthly
renewal and refreshment in our daily lives. Where the land was dead, it now breaks into bud and blossom; where
there was ice and cold, and long hours of darkness, there is flowing water and warmth and light.

Although | once wrote in this column that the return of spring is an unreliable symbol of Easter — since in
Manitoba there are many years where Easter comes in the midst of dirty snow and slush and destructive flooding;
and in the southern regions of the world Easter comes at the onset of winter — this year the weather around us is
delightfully bright, and in the hearts of the people of St. Luke’s there is a renewed optimism that is well worth
celebrating.

We have gone through the “winter” of a two-year Interim, and have come out looking ahead, not back. The
announcement of the appointment of Fr. Paul Lampman has filled many of us with hope: there is spring after winter,
daylight after darkness, life after death. This parish will move forward with Fr. Paul into renewed vitality and vision.

I have my own new life to anticipate, as well. | shall be what | like to call, “re-retired.” | retired once before
from full-time paid ministry, back in 2005; now in 2010 | shall retire again! And, to be perfectly candid, I'm looking
forward to it. There are books to read, children to visit, music to play, a cottage at which to be close to nature... in
short, I've got places to go and things to do.

When | accepted this task in June of 2008, | promised the Bishop that once it was done | would move on, to
take my place in another parish — whether | would be a simple parishioner somewhere, or an Honorary Assistant, is
yet to be discerned. What parish | go to is also undetermined at the moment. The first thing to happen — since my
re-retirement comes at the end of June — is a nice long stay at my cottage in eastern Canada (and | have a
congregation that | belong to there, which | have attended year after year).

Dear Friends;

It is with great pleasure that | wish to inform you that the Rev. Paul Lampman has accepted my appointment as
the new Incumbent of St. Luke's Church, Winnipeg. Paul is currently Chaplain and Dean of Residence at St. John’s
College here in Winnipeg. The effective date of this appointment is June 22, 2010.

As Paul begins his ministry among you, you will come to know him as a gentle, caring, pastor and teacher. He
has many gifts and skills which he has developed over the past 18 years as ordained Priest. Paul was ordained in
Quebec in 1993 and has served as an incumbent in two parishes, as Chaplain and Dean of Residence in two different
Colleges. He has also shared his leadership gifts in work in our diocese. He brings a variety of experiences in ministry
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which | am confident will serve him well in his ministry with the people of St. Luke's Church. Paul is married to Heather
Skublics, and they have a young family consisting of 3 children: Luke (9) Gabrielle (8) and newborn James, born January
29 of this year.

The Diocese runs a program entitled Fresh Start for clergy and lay leaders in a parish where a new incumbency
has commenced. It would be my expectation that the leadership of St. Luke's Church will participate in this program.
More detailed information on this program will be provided to you in the next while.

At this time, | would like to thank the Wardens and members of the Parish's Canonical Committee for their
diligence and careful work in the search and selection process and to Archdeacon Jennifer Sisson for her guidance
throughout this time. 1 also would like to acknowledge the work done by others in preparing the Parish Profile, and offer
my thanks to them. Finally, | wish to express my sincere thanks to the Rev. Canon Tony Harwood-Jones, who has
served well as Interim Priest for the past two years. As you begin to plan to receive Paul and his family into your midst, |
expect the parish will find a suitable way to thank Tony for his leadership and guidance throughout this interim period.

Please know that | will continue to pray for the parish of St. Luke, for Tony and Heather Dixon and Paul and
Heather Lampman, and look forward to a date in the early fall when we can hold a service of Celebration of a New
Ministry.

Habemus rectorem . . .

Yes, at long last, we have a rector, or rather we will have, as of 22 June. After two years of “widowhood”
(as they say in the Greek Church,) this parish will no longer a flock without a shepherd. So: as the last days of this
interminable interregnum run out, this might be a very good time to ask ourselves: what is a rector for? What is a
priest supposed to do? “Everything that nobody else is doing” is definitely NOT the right answer; and yet in parish
after parish you see the rector engaged in all sorts of things he should not be doing: everything from sweeping out
the toilets to negotiating renters’ contracts — through every station in-between. It is not difficult to see why this
comes about; there are many tasks that just have to be done and, if nobody else steps forward to do them, then the
rector has to do them — or watch his parish fall apart. It goes without saying that every minute of his time and every
gram of his energy spent on those secular tasks is just so much time and energy not devoted to the tasks he was
trained, ordained and appointed to do.

We should be very clear what those tasks are. The priest’s first duty is to keep healthy in himself and with
God. In other words: he needs time for prayer and study, because, if he neglects these, he will lose the ability to
lead the parish in the right way. Secondly, he needs to concern himself with those who do not come to church:
both those who cannot come any more and they who are temporally “laid up.” Even more important (and
demanding) are those who have fallen out of favour with God and his church. Thirdly, he must look to those who
attend more or less faithfully; those who come expecting to be fed; to be trained and encouraged in their attempts
to lead the Christ-life in this wicked world. Worship and education do not just become exciting of their own accord;
they needs careful thought and preparation; constant co-operation with others involved in them (musicians, readers
&c.) and a steady eye on the needs of the people as they confront the challenges of the world. No priest can give
adequate attention to these matters if he is constantly in demand to deal with the physical needs of the parish.

We could learn a lesson from the Jews in this respect: Synagogues are usually run by a lay-administrator
who takes care of all the physical needs of the community and of the plant. The rabbi’s /sole /responsibility is with
the spiritual needs of the community, just as the cantor is restricted to the music.

Well, we probably can't really go as far as that; but we can at least make a determined effort to shelter and
protect our priest from doing things that could just as well be done by somebody else, i.e., you or me. This means
we have to be ready and willing, all of us, to undertake tasks of various kinds — and to be always on the alert to
ensure that our rector is not being obliged to take up the slack.

This is a great parish in lots of ways and, on the whole, the people are generously ready and willing to
serve. It is worth remembering that the simplest task undertaken in church, no matter how “unspiritual” it might
seem, is in fact a valuable contribution to the work of God — by relieving those whose principal task it is to get on
with the job in hand; which is (may we never forget it!) to build up the Kingdom of God.

St Luke's Haiti Ministry

Thank you for everyone who kindly made donations to the packages we took to the States in early March.
We left Winnipeg after one of my two-hour teaching sessions the first week in March and drove south to the US
border. As we anticipated, we were pulled over and asked to wait in the reception area. This was different from
last time, as we had to go into the garage eighteen months ago. Colin had identified the contents of all the boxes,
and he had made lists of the dosage and approximate costs of all the medication. These papers were handed to
the customs officers and we waited while the documents and we were checked through the computer. After about
10 to 15 minutes, a young customs officer approached us, addressed Colin as Dr. Briggs, a term neither of us had
used, and we were on our way to Fargo and a Mexican supper.

Next day, some boxes were sent by mail to Colorado Springs, and the very large, heavy box of medical
supplies was sent UPS at a significantly lower rate than from Canada. We spent forty-nine hours in the States and
returned with some medicine for Colin — two litres of rum.

Our back-up plan, if we had been turned back at the border, was to fly the medications to the Dominican
Republic, as we left for a week in Punta Cana the following Tuesday, after booking the trip the day before we left for
the States! We thought we could hire a car and a driver and drive across the country to the Haitian border, where
we hoped we could meet up with Dixie or staff from the orphanage. We were exceptionally lucky, for plan A was
successful.



About mid-February, we received five Christmas cards, posted early in December, from some of the
children in Haiti whom we sponsor and send to school. The cards had taken over two months to reach Canada.
Last week, we received directly from God's Littlest Angels a card which says:

Thank you so much for your donation. It means a lot to us!

| wanted to write to you and tell you how much we appreciated your gift to the children in Haiti at God's
Littlest Angels. Without help from someone like you, we could not care for so many children. They come to us
neglected and needing someone to just love and feed them.

Prayer

If you have ever looked carefully at the list of names in the Sunday bulletin — the list of people for whom our
prayers have been requested — you must have noticed that some names have been on the list for weeks, months,
even years. A few have been put there so long ago that no one knows who they are or who requested the prayers.

Beginning this weekend, we are asking people to renew prayer requests at regular intervals. If you wish
prayers for someone, we will happily add their name to the bulletin, but we will keep it there for two months only,
unless you call or email the office to renew it.

Another form of prayer that is warmly supported by St. Luke's members is in the "St. Alban's Oratory."
Near the side altar there is a wire screen with a number tea-light candles, which people light as an act of prayer.
Given the number of lights burning each Sunday, it is clear that many of us find this an important spiritual resource.
Please be careful, however, when you use it: some have accidentally left the match in the tea-light, which has then
burned with such a hot flame that the glass container of the light has broken.

Also in the St. Alban's Oratory, next to the candle screen, there is a box beside which are small scraps of
blank paper. If you write the name of someone for whom you are praying, and put it in the box, that name remains
before the altar for the next few days. These scraps of paper are then collected and read at the Thursday morning
Eucharist in the chapel, after which the papers are destroyed. This resource is well used by parishioners; not a
Sunday goes by without the box having plenty of prayer requests by the end of the 10:30 AM service.

Bulletin requests, prayer candles, and prayer requests in the box: St. Luke's is truly a house of prayer.

The Brown Envelope in My Mail Box

There were at least 24 of these letters written, probably as a project, during school or Sunday school. All of
them written from the heart to children miles away in a strange country they have only just heard of.
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One from Andrew simply stated “I am in Primary two (grade two, aged 7 years). My father is Matovu Amos.”
(Don't forget they write the name backwards to us.) “God Bless you.” Joel stated he loved Jesus. Pamela wrote
more extensively telling us her sister's names and that she goes to Lwanga school and sings in the choir at church.

They ranged in age from 4 to 10; many were 7 years old.

My plan is to reproduce the pictures, then reattach the original to the letter and give them to the Sunday
school. With the reproduced pictures | want to make a collage of them to hang in an appropriate place in the
church or church hall for all to see.

Book Report

The Book of Negroes

by Lawrence Hill

Published by Harper-Collins

In London, about 1805, an African woman named Aminjata Diallo begins to write her life story.

At the age of 11, she was abducted from her village in West Africa, and forced to walk, roped together with
many others, to the sea coast, a journey lasting many months. After a horrendously long voyage with terrible
conditions and much suffering, the survivors are landed on islands off the coast of South Carolina. Here, Aminata
is forced to work on an indigo plantation, able to survive by practising midwifery. She manages to learn how to
read and write and, because of this, is finally able to register her name in the "Book of Negroes". This is a historic
record by the British Military which allowed thousands of Black Loyalists to leave New York for Nova Scotia prior to
the American Revolution.

Aminata records years of hardship, unrest and violence in Nova Scotia; her search for her husband and
children; her return to Africa and then to London where she gains the support of William Wilberforce for the
abolition of slavery.



This powerful novel, based on historic facts, is by a Canadian author, who is descended, on his father's
side, from Africans enslaved in the USA. He has won several awards, including the Rogers Trust Fiction Prize, the
Commonwealth Writers Prize for 2008, and was long listed for the Scotiabank Giller Prize. A must read.

Lawrence Hill lives in Burlington, Ontario and is the author of several other books.
